The University of Notre Dame was founded in 1842 by Fr. Sorin, a French missionary and member of the Congregation of Holy Cross. Notre Dame is located in the northwest corner of Indiana in South Bend, just 90 miles east of Chicago. In our 168 year history, we have grown to be a leading, international research, ,university with a strong emphasis on undergraduate teaching, scholarship and research. To name just a few, the aerodynamics of glider flight, the transmission of wireless messages and the formulae for synthetic rubber were all pioneered at Notre Dame. 

We are ranked #20 by US News and World Report  2010 rankings and #2 by the Business Week ranking of undergraduate business institutions. We have a 90% acceptance rate to US law school and between 80% acceptance rate to US medical schools.  

With 4 colleges and one School, Notre Dame offers over 60 majors in the College of Arts and Letters, College of Science, College of Engineering and the College of Business and the School of Architecture. We have several new buildings on campus including a new $70 million science building, $69 million engineering building, a new Law School in addition to several new dorms and administrative buildings over the last 18 months alone. With a 95% retention rate and 95% of the students graduating on time Notre Dame enjoys a wonderful campus life, strong academics and a vibrant school spirit.

Financing Notre Dame

•For Irish citizens living in Ireland, we have a separate scholarship fund that offers a generous package for students with financial need. 
•Hesburgh-Yusko Scholars Program.  This program selects 20 incoming freshman to fund each year. International students are eligible for this scholarship if they apply by the Early Action deadline.

• Notre Dame provides specific scholarship funds for international students but since it is very competitive to obtain these funds, we strongly encourage students to seek outside funding sources as well. The International Scholarship Committee meets in the spring to make funding decisions. 
• Please note that all international students except US Citizens & Permanent Residents must submit an International Student Certification of Finances with supporting financial documentation for all amounts stated. Supporting documents should be provided in English in order to expedite the evaluation process.
Applying for Admissions
The University of Notre Dame is a member of the Common Application. You may apply at www.commonapp.org or through our website. Please note that the application deadline is the 31st of December. If you apply for Early Action (November 1) you will learn the decision before Christmas. EA is not binding and the confirmation date is May 1st. If you apply for Regular Action (December 31st) you will learn the decision in early April and the confirmation date is May 1st.  The Office of Undergraduate Admissions must have all of the following before beginning the application review:

1) A completed Common Application AND the Notre Dame supplement (including 2 essays)

2) A completed International Student Certification of Finances. (See ND Admissions Website

for the form)
3) An official transcript or record of academic achievement in secondary school.

4) Official results of the SAT I: Reasoning Test or the ACT Assessment. 

(SAT Subject tests, AP tests and IB tests are not required, but serve as supplemental material/s.) 

5) Official results of the Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL), if applicable. (See 


description below)
6) Two letters of evaluation : Guidance counselor &  Professor
7) A $65 non-refundable application fee.
Required Examinations
SAT I or ACT – standardized university entrance examinations that measure verbal and mathematical skills. Because of our admission schedule, the SAT I or ACT should be taken prior to January of the year the student intends to enroll. To receive the SAT I registration bulletin, students should visit: www.sat.org (See a listing of SAT test dates here.) The registration materials for the ACT are available at: www.act.org Please contact the nearest U.S. Embassy for a list of testing centers, their locations, and exam schedule. We advise students to take the SAT or ACT exam at least twice.

TOEFL – a standardized English language proficiency examination. The TOEFL is administered by the College Board. This examination must be taken prior to January of the year the student intends to enroll. The TOEFL Bulletin provides information and registration forms for the test. Copies of the bulletin are usually available throughout the world at U.S. embassies and consulates, binational centers or offices of the U.S. International Communication Agency. Students may learn more about TOEFL/TSE Services at: www.toefl.org Please contact the nearest U.S. Embassy for a list of testing centers, their locations, and exam schedule. We only require the TOEFL for students who score below a 600 on the Critical Reading portion of the SAT and/or below a 28 on the English portion of the ACT.

Architecture, Engineering, Science and Premedical students must have Pre-calculus or Calculus, Chemistry and Physics. 

When you apply to Notre Dame, you apply to the College of First Year of Studies and as a sophomore you matriculate to one of the 4 colleges or the School of Architecture. Therefore we do not have different admissions standards to apply to Norte Dame, however we do have different prerequisites for certain programs as described below. Although you may start in one college, you can always switch once you are here to another college. Your First Year Advisor will build a curriculum based on your proposed college, program or major but we are very flexible to help you adapt as your interests evolve. You can apply as either undecided or with an intent to matriculate to a particular college. 

For students intending to enter the College of Arts and Letters or the Mendoza College of Business, excluding the Arts and Letters premedical/predental program and the combined Arts-Engineering program, the 16 units must be distributed as follows:

4 units of English 3 units of Algebra, Advanced Algebra, and Geometry 2 units of Foreign Language 2 units of Science 2 units of History 3 units of Additional History, Science, Foreign Language, Mathematics, and English courses.

For students intending to enter the College of Science, the College of Engineering, the School of Architecture, the Arts and Letters premedical/predental program, or the combined Arts and Engineering program, the distribution must be:

4 units of English 3 units of Algebra, Advanced Algebra, and Geometry 1 unit of Advanced Mathematics (e.g. Trigonometry, Pre-calculus, Calculus) 2 units of Foreign Language 2 units of History 1 unit of Chemistry 1 unit of Physics 2 units of Additional History, Science, Foreign Language, Mathematics, and English courses

Although we require at least 16 academic units for admission, our most competitive applicants will have four units in each major academic area and in the most rigorous level their high school offers.
